INDIVIDUAL RETIREMENT ACCOUNT (IRA) GIFTS — If you are 70½ or older, 
consider making a gift through your IRA. The IRS allows direct transfers totaling 
up to $100,000 per year to 501(c)3 charities without having to count the transfer 
as income for federal tax purposes. Kindly instruct your broker to make the check 
payable to the Archbishop’s Annual Appeal, and send to P.O. Box 28, Hartford, CT 
06141-0028. Please call the Appeal Office (800.781.2550) with questions.

PLEDGED GIFTS — Appeal gifts may be paid over five months. Please consider 
including your first month’s payment with your pledge card.

CORPORATE MATCHING GIFTS — Every year several local companies give generously 
to the Archbishop’s Annual Appeal through matching gift programs, allowing them 
to support causes that are important to their employees. Please contact your 
Human Resources Department to determine if your company will match your gift.

The Office for Catholic Social Justice 
Ministry fosters the development of 
spirituality, community building, social 
action, leadership and theological 
formation.

The Office of Family Life promotes 
and supports family life as a Domestic 
Church through programs for 
individuals, couples and families.

Campus Ministry allows college 
students the opportunity to grow, not 
only in their faith and education, but 
socially in a Catholic setting, bridging 
the gap between youth of today and 
adults of the future.

The Office of Education, Evangelization and Catechesis provides 
our Catholic schools with a rigorous academic curriculum based 

on the teachings of 
the Catholic Church, 
infused with Catholic 
social teaching. This 
office also offers a 
variety of programs 
for adults looking to 
engage more deeply 
within their parishes.

Giving inLove
One ministry that makes a difference is 
the Vicariate Outreach Program. Since 
1997, it has distributed more than $17 
million to local organizations. Last 
year, for the fourth consecutive year, 
more than $1 million was allocated 
to charities in Hartford, New Haven 
and Litchfield counties. Thanks to the 
extraordinary generosity of last year’s 
Appeal donors, the Vicariate Outreach 
Program provided funding to more 
than 225 different organizations.

Brian’s Bags Homeless Project of Wellmore; Community Soup Kitchen 
of Torrington, Ecumenical Food Bank in Naugatuck; Seymour-Oxford 
Food Bank; Saint Vincent DePaul Mission in Waterbury and Bristol;

Waterbury, Donna Finneran of Brian’s Bags 
Homeless Project will stand on the street 
and pass out bags filled with some of life’s 
basic necessities to anyone in need.
